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The objective process of knowledge as the basis of scientific research is
complex and requires a conceptual approach based on theoretical and
methodological approaches. The methodology has formed the appropriate
scientific and theoretical toolkit, and is therefore characterized by a theoretical,
methodological and thematic categorical and conceptual apparatus. The
methodology of scientific research studies the means and methods of cognition.
It includes the fundamental, general scientific principles that underlie it: specific
scientific principles and a system of specific methods that are used to solve
specific problems of the study [1, 309-312; 2, 47]. The most important for the
methodology of both humanitarian and economic science is the definition of the
problem or problem, the object and subject of the study, verification of the truth
of the results, as well as the novelty of the research and the future prospects for
its development. Complexity, versatility, interdisciplinary and integrative status
of the determined task — to improve the educational process of professional
training of stage art specialists in higher educational institutions in accordance
with the determined structure of the value competences of the creative person,
which is divided into four groups: aesthetic, intellectual-cognitive, moral, ethical
and educational — curricular — also requires a certain research methodology.
Methodology — this is the doctrine of the peculiarities of the application of a
separate method or system of methods, methods-approaches. The choice of
specific methods of research is determined by the objective nature of the
material, the conditions and the purpose of a particular study. Consequently, the
methodology is the general way of cognition, and the leading methods determine
which way to carry out research or study of the object of cognition [2, 47-52; 3,
12-13].

To solve the tasks and achieve the goal of the study on the formation of
value competencies of the future specialist in the field of stage art in the process
of training, you must choose a «coordinate system» at different levels of
methodological science and the related methods-approaches of scientific
knowledge. To conduct an objective analysis of the subject of research and to
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explain it from the standpoint of modern science was made possible by the
application of general scientific and specific scientific methods of scientific
knowledge, laws and rules of logic, the use of traditional and new methods of
research, technologies and techniques. The general philosophical basis of
research is the dialectical method in combination with the methodology of
interdisciplinary integrated research. Such a choice is due to the essence of this
method, which does not substitute for specific scientific methods of individual
sciences and serves the ideological foundations and knowledge tools at all stages
of the study [1, 309-312; 2, 47]. Following scientists who recognize the
experience and facts as the basis of knowledge of reality, and practice — on the
criterion of the truth of the theory, it is necessary to use logical approaches, to
identify and justify the causal relationships of events, to establish their
contradiction between contradictions between form and content, a spiral-like
form of development, evolutionary and civilizational genesis, as well as to
ensure the objectivity of the relevant evaluation [3, 12-14; 4, 19-20].

The decision of the tasks set for the formation of the value competencies
of the future specialist in the field of stage art in the process of vocational
education and training was made possible by an integrated, scientifically
grounded approach and a phased organization of the research process on the
basis of studying and generalization of scientific and methodological literature,
analysis of the works of precursors, mastered methods and methodology of
scientific researches. In connection with this, there is a need to upgrade the
Ukrainian education, which in the concept of modernization is defined as
meeting the modern life's needs of the country's development. In the
pedagogical plan it is the orientation of education not only to the acquisition of
certain knowledge, but also to the development of the values of the individual,
his cognitive and creative abilities, the formation of a new system of universal
knowledge, skills, skills, as well as the experience of independent activity and
personal responsibility, that 1s, the formation of modern key types of
competence, including values, as the basis of the future specialist's life. That is
why society is interested in forming a highly skilled specialist capable of
successful socialization and global integration in the system of higher
educational institutions of modern Ukraine, which has a high level of
development of value competencies and meets the requirements of the modern
intellectual and spiritual personality.
